Treasurer Report:    The senior program line item has $1,450 left.  $50 was used in March for raffle prizes at the PSC corned beef dinner.  Reserve fund has $3,974.52.  The total budget for the senior center is $39,650.  Of that, $31,759.75 or 80.1% has been spent leaving a balance of $7,890.25.  Motion made to accept the Treasurer’s Report by Liz and seconded by Cathy.  All in favor.

Senior Association Report:

The Association went to Deb’s Place for lunch on Friday, March 18th.  There were six members and one guest.  The Association paid $5 per person toward their meal. The whale watch trip is planned for July and is open to all seniors.  They will ask PSAC for money to use toward that trip.  Deb Thompson & Gail McElroy met with Craig Baldwon, John Carter & Monique Caron-Krug to discuss issues at the Center between the Association and participants who come to the Center.  It was agreed that the Association will move their meetings to the first Monday of each month from 11:00-3:00.  The next meeting is Monday, May 2nd and they will have pizza.  Gail indicated that she will no longer provide a report to PSAC because they are a private organization.
TEEG Report:     AAA grant for programming & staffing was written last week.   AAA came to the Center week before last and everything is on track. They have 915 programming hours and plan to meet the goal of 1,400 hours and 75 people by October to fulfill the grant requirements.  Need 33 more people to meet that goal. Daily meal average is 17.  They applied for a grant from Putnam Bank but were denied.  TEEG is still trying to get new people to come to the Center.  They are currently averaging 21per day.  TEEG is advertising in the Woodstock Villager, Putnam Crier, and WINY radio on a regular basis.  They are sending letters to the Putnam Crier because emails have been ignored.  However, their emails to the Putnam Crier are being ignored.  Jim is holding a meeting with seniors to discuss programming. The Newsletter will include people celebrating their birthday each month.  Pomfret School will be here on May 14th with volunteers to do yard work at the Center.  Kids will mulch beds, plant bushes and fill the planters.  TEEG wants to have a dinner for the volunteers.  The raised beds will be done by the seniors on May 24th.
Old Business:    Basement furniture will be replaced.  Monique asked if the two upholstered chairs were going to be removed.  There is a senior here who would like to take them  Motion made to allow the removal of the two chair by Liz and seconded by Gail.  All in favor.  The pool table was donated to the fire department who moved it to the Center years ago.  The person who donated it would like it back.  The Town will move it using the fire department and public works staff.  The heating and ducts will be done and funded by the budget.  There may not be any money to purchase new furniture.
